Buildings and Grounds Update

Due to the freak end of October snowstorm, the village of
Titusville lost power in excess of three days. During this time
either an electric power surge or brown out caused the main
printed circuit board (PCB) housed within our fire alarm box to
burn out.

After review of the damage with Fyr-Fyter, our contracted
alarm company, the age of the system mandated that a new
control box be installed at $1,602.00.

Since our Insurance Policy has a $2,000 deductable, and
Hopewell Township mandates a working system, emergency
funds were used from the Memorials Account.
