A note from 
Field Education Intern, Andrew Long 

 
 

 It was exactly a year ago this month that I uprooted myself from family, friends, 
familiarity, and comfort, and settled down on the campus of Princeton Theological Seminary. I 
had never lived in any other state than Maryland, had never ventur ed outside of my circle of 
friends, and never had any desire to change my life in a radical way. But in the months prior to 
my move, I began to more clearly understand that it was God who was calling for this uprooting, 
and that if God was calling it was m y prayerful duty to answer.  
 I grew up in rural Harford County, which is right outside of Baltimore city in the central 
part of Maryland. All of my family lived, and still lives, within about 10 miles of each other, 
which made for an amazing childhood whe re family gatherings and trips were the norm. I spent 
many summers with my grandparents touring the United States, learned how to price and 
appraise antiques (ask me about this some time), and learned the value of a close-knit family and 
the precious gift of a loving home. At the age of four I began studying piano and I started 
competing in regional and national competitions at the age of six. Music was, and still is, a big 
part of my life. Central to our familyõs life together was that we all worshipped together on 
Sundays at Emmanuel Episcopal Church in our hometown. I sang in the choir and my brother 
was an acolyte. Mom was on the Vestry and both of my parents led our youth group. It was just 
what we did.  
 Around the age of 15, I was asked to be the substitute pianist/organist at my home church 
during the months that our organist was on vacation. This I can say was the start of my service in 
the Church, even though I didnõt know it yet. I graduated from high school (a feat in itself), spent 
two years at community college, and then finished a music degree with a minor in English 
literature at Towson University in Maryland. During my two years at Towson, I was hired to lead 
the music program of a Presbyterian church in my hometown and it was there that I fou nd a 
spiritual home, a loving community, and had my first real encounter with the God who had been 
directing my life the whole time.  
 Church was a job for me. It paid my bills, it allowed me use my talent, and it was fun. I 
would roll into worship on Sund ays, play, talk with some folks, and head home with my weekly 
dose of God. Then God pulled on the reigns. Over the course of about 3 years, I began to 
understand that church was not a job but rather a calling. A calling that had been on my life from 
an early age. Every step I had taken had led me to a place where God was calling me into the 
ministry. Wow! I sure did not see that coming! Fallston Presbyterian (my place of employ for 
those years) became a place of nurture for me in this new call, and is the church that is 
sponsoring me in the ordination process. It is a congregation not unlike that at Titusville.  
 Since I want to keep this brief and still have some material for my first message at 
Titusville, I want to thank you as a congregation for a few th ings. First, I want to thank you for 
welcoming me back in November when I first played at the church. I was a scared, 
uncomfortable, and lost soul. The move to Seminary had been tough, and Titusville was a place 
of comfort for me in those early months. Second, I want to thank you for the witness of the 
Gospel that you provide each week to the community and to those who you encounter. I am 
constantly in awe of your generosity and warmth in worship, in community, and in fellowship. 
And third, I want to thank you for taking a chance on me in the coming year. I have much to 
learn and hopefully a few things to teach, and with Godõs help His work will be done. Grace and 
peace to you!
